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Justin Zimmerman graduated from the University of Alabama
with a BA in political science and philosophy, as well as an MPA
with a concentration in public organizational management. He
is currently supporting the U.S. Department of Treasury
Enterprise Business Solutions (EBS) team. Previously Justin
worked with the U.S. Department of State gaining experience
in public diplomacy and government contracting.

Justin intends to concentrate his research on American politics
and political theory, with a focus on black political behavior,
black leadership with regards to the implementation of
Machiavellian principles, and the failure of federalism in the
black community.
